Guthrie Honor Choir Guidelines


The following guidelines have been developed to give a sense of dedication and responsibility to each student. At Guthrie, we believe that every student has the ability to learn and grow given an environment that nurtures their needs, while uplifting their responsibilities. If there are ever any questions, feel free to call Mr. Webb through the Junior High at 282-5936.

General Policies

While the following list is far from complete, it gives an idea of what is expected from each student to have a productive learning environment. All school rules as outlined in the student handbook also apply.

· All students are expected to be in their seat with a pencil and their music by the time the bell rings.

· No gum chewing, candy, food or drinks (except bottled water) in the choir room at any time. If bottled water becomes too much of a problem, that, also, will be prohibited.

· No running, screaming, or allowing non choir students in the room at any time.

· The music and folders are being loaned to you to lower student cost. Any destruction, folding or mutilation of them will result in the student paying for them. Never let anyone else use your folder.

· Per school handbook: Cell phones are to be in the locker and turned off during the instructional school day. 1st offence – phone confiscated; 2nd offence – three day suspension. 

· There are exceptions to almost every rule, but the teacher makes them. If in doubt, please ask before any questionable behavior.

Lab Fee

· The inclusion of a $25 per student, per year, lab fee will be assessed at the beginning of every year. This helps with purchasing music and transportation.
Attendance

· Attendance of all rehearsals and performances is necessary for our success. Students that are ineligible or on probation are required to be at all of them unless the activity or concert takes place off of school grounds (contests, Christmas concert, etc)

· All performance schedule problems should be addressed well in advance of the event. “I couldn’t get a ride” is NOT a legitimate reason and will result in a zero for the concert.

· Any absence of a performance due to illness must be accompanied by a doctors’ note to avoid loss in grade. 

Grading

· Each student’s grade is determined by a combination of performance in class, written assignments, attendance, daily grades, and performances.

· Daily grade will be 2 points each day, one for materials, and the other for rehearsal etiquette.

· Performances will be worth 700 points.

Uniforms

· Students must wear the following items to all performances:

a)
Boys- Long sleeve black dress shirt with collar 

         Girls- Same or solid black blouse

c) Boys- All black shoes and socks. (no tennis shoes) 

               Girls- May wear any all black dress shoe

Eligibility

· Guthrie Junior High and Mr. Webb are committed to academic excellence, and it is a high point of a well rounded choral member. In accordance with school policy and the OSSAA governing board, all students must maintain a 60% in all classes to be considered eligible.

· A student must be considered eligible to go on any trips, contests, or participate in any concert given off school grounds, including rehearsals. 

· Any student who fails two or more classes at semester is considered ineligible for 6weeks the following semester. Therefore, that student maybe removed from the class at the discretion of the director, provided notification has been given to the parents. 

All Region / Solos

· Students will have the opportunity to audition for the ECOCDA All-Region Honor Choir in November. This is a competitive choir achieved through auditions. If you intend to audition for this choir please notify your director as soon as possible. Please realize that this audition music is very challenging and will require extra practice time to prepare. Students are strongly encouraged to audition for this choir.  Private instruction is important and suggested.

· All ensembles / solos will be by invitation only. Your director will make the final selection of ensemble personnel based on balance and playing ability, as is determined by the music we prepare.

· Students will have the opportunity to participate in a few fundraisers this year. You will get an information sheet for each fundraiser we do.
