

APUSH UNIT 6 / GILDED ERA HALL OF FAME PROJECT/ MR. LIPMAN

As we start the study of America’s Gilded Age you and your fellow classmates have been given the honor of creating a Wall of Fame for some of the more creative and important individuals who made the era so interesting.  It was during this time period that the culture of America changed to the modern era we still have with us today.  In order to create this Wall of Fame the class will need to study the “nominees” in order to have a proper vote.  Congratulations, that means that each of you, working in teams, will get the opportunity to study the nominees listed below and then write a paper about them and their accomplishments.  You will then present your information to the class so that we can share in your information.  It will be your job to “sell” the class on the importance of your nominees and why they should be selected over the other nominees.  After all the class presentations are completed we will conduct a vote and select the winners who will have the privilege of being placed on the wall of Mr. Lipman’s classroom for the Gilded Age Wall of Fame.

Assignment: Students working in teams of 3 or 4 persons will select one group of deserving candidates listed below and write a 2 page paper about the life and times of each nominee in your group.  Each paper should include the nominee’s dates of birth and death, where they lived for most of their lives, their family situation, and, most importantly, what they did during their lifetime that made them so important and how what they did impacted and changed society.  Each group will also make a 2 to 3 minute oral presentation to the class concerning their nominees. The team’s written submission will make up 80% of the grade for this assignment and the oral presentation will make up 20%.  The grades awarded will be to the entire team and thus you should make sure your teammates are willing to do the work necessary to achieve the desired result. The entire assignment will carry the same weight as a unit exam so treat this project with some importance, especially those of you who have not been happy with your test grades.
