parity Equivalence in monetary value under different conditions; specifically, in the United States, the price for farm products that would give them the same purchasing power as in the period 1909–1914. “. . . this agency was to establish ‘parity prices’ for basic commodities.”

holding company A company that controls the stocks and securities of another company. “New Dealers . . . directed their fire at public utility holding companies. . . .”

deficit spending The spending of public funds beyond the amount of income. “Despite some $20 billion poured out in six years of deficit spending. . . .”
