You have the choice of many different activities to complete FLIP; however, each activity may only be completed once per semester.

5 points

1. Bring in or take pictures of items with Spanish written on them and show them to the class (look at the back of shampoo bottles, packaging, food items, etc.) or send them to me. 5 points-max 30 points per quarter
2. Look for the English & Spanish lyrics to a Spanish song online. Print a copy to bring to show me.

10 points

3. Play a sport w/ friends and speak Spanish. Get a coach/parent to sign off. 10 points PARENT SIGNATURE
4. Use Spanish at work or at home. 10 points PARENT SIGNATURE
5. Watch a game show on TV or online in Spanish.  Write 10 words you learned watching it. 10 points 
6. Read a magazine article in Spanish. Must post link to Edmodo. Write down 10 words that you learned reading it. 10 points per article read (limit 30 points). 
7. Order Spanish food in a restaurant.-write down what you ordered. 10 points
8. Take a picture of Spanish on a sign, t-shirt, grocery product, beauty product, around town. Send it to me or show me. 10 points
9. Explore the Internet looking for Spanish artists.  Bring a printout with artist info to share w/ class. 10 points
10. Call a friend/classmate and speak to them in Spanish. Record it or write it down. 10 points 
11. Write 10 Spanish questions that you would like to ask your favorite celebrity, movie star, singer, or artist. 10 points
12. Answer the questions about your favorite celebrity, movie star, singer, artist (from #12). 10 points
13. Research a study abroad program available at the university of your choice.  Outline the study abroad options.  10 points
14. Change your Facebook or other social media site to Spanish for a week. You must take a screenshot your social media for 5 days. 10 points
15. Send a text message in Spanish to a friend and show your teacher before or after school. 10 points 
16. Download and listen to BBC Spanish lessons www.bbc.com Write 10 words you learned. 10 points per lesson up to 30 max
17. Read or listen to Spanish articles and lessons www.Spanish.about.com Write 10 words you learned. 10 points per article/lesson up to 30 points max
18. Send your teacher a Spanish e-mail—must be 2-5 sentences.10 points 
19. Watch your favorite American movie in Spanish. Write down 10 words that you learned watching it.   15 points

20. Read a Spanish magazine or newspaper article online.  Write a summary (10 sentences). 20 points 
21. Listen to music live or online in Spanish. Write a summary (10 sentences). 20 points 
22. Listen to a podcast or radio program in Spanish. Write a summary (10 sentences). 20 points 
23. Download a song in Spanish.  Memorize the chorus. Must say or write it out for the teacher. 20 points
24. Learn to play or sing a song in Spanish.  20 points for the teacher.   30 points in front of class.
25. When traveling or surfing the web, find realia (brochures, ticket stubs, menus, recipes, ads, commercials) in Spanish (bring proof). 20 points 
26. Watch a TV series episode in Spanish on Univision or elsewhere. Write a summary (10 sentences). 20 points 
27. Find a comic strip in Spanish and translate it in English. Bring proof. 20 points
28. Make an authentic Spanish recipe at home for friends/family. Take a picture. 20 points PARENT SIGNATURE
29. Learn a nursery rhyme or tongue twister in Spanish and say it to the class. Go to www.about.com  20 points    
30. Write a poem in Spanish. 20 points
31. Visit a travel agency or research on-line information about Spanish speaking countries.  Which destination would you like to visit?  How would you travel, what would you pack, how much would it cost? 20 points
32.  Research a famous Spanish speaking person.  Tell us about them and bring a picture. 20 points
33. Plan a real/imaginary trip to a Spanish-speaking country.  Write a detailed itinerary of what you plan on doing and seeing while on your trip. 20 points
34. University > Research Research Spanish language or literature majors at three universities.  Write a summary of your findings. 20 points
35. Find a current event about a Spanish-speaking country, citizen, or culture and share with the class. 20 points
36. Write a mini Spanish cookbook with a 'theme' (class favorites, desserts, appetizers,..) 20 points
37. Make a neat interactive poster at www.glogster.com with a theme/lesson. 20 points
38. Tutor a classmate in Spanish after school.  Get the teacher in charge of tutoring for that day to sign off. 20 points

39. Write your own comic strip with about 10-20 lines. 25 points 
40. Learn a traditional hispanic game and teach it to the class. 25 points 
41. Make a ‘matching vocabulary game’ based on a theme. Bring to share with the class. 25 points
42. Watch a real Spanish movie in Spanish (you can use English subtitles) Write a summary (5 sentences in English 1st semester/2nd semester in Spanish-Spanish 1) 25 points

43. Make your teacher a compilation CD or Youtube Playlist of current & appropriate Spanish music to play in class. 30 points
44. See a Spanish production (play or musical concert). Bring proof.   30 points
45. Navigate and learn cool Spanish lessons at www.studyspanish.com 10 points per lesson completed up to 30 total
46. Read the Spanish version of your favorite children’s book (purchase online, read free on-line, or borrow one). Write a small summary. 30-50 points depending on difficulty level.
47. Teach a non-Spanish speaker (meaning they cannot be in a Spanish class) 20 words in Spanish and give them a quiz. Bring proof. 30 points
48. Design and create a Spanish themed bulletin board for your teacher.  This must be discussed and scheduled with your teacher. 30 points
49. Learn a traditional or current Spanish song and teach it to the class. 30 points
50. Play a Spanish game (flashcards, matching, hangman, crosswords, fill-ins..): www.quia.com 
51. Build a Spanish blog or website as per approval. 30-100 points
52.  Play the vocabulary building game  www.freerice.com 1,000 grains = 5 FLIP points (up to 30 total). Bring proof.
53. View a Spanish You Tube video for something you are studying in class this year 1 vidéo = 3 points (up to 15 total). Send me links of the ones you watched. 
54. Be creative!  You may think of something not on this list.  If you come up with something that is not on the list you can present it to your teacher for approval.
